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Open letter to the editor of Archive of Oncology 
from Cancer Registry of Vojvodina

Dear Editor,
Following our previous data reports, in this issue we presented the 
mortality data from Cancer Registry of Vojvodina (CRV) for 2010. The 
total number of deaths from cancer in Vojvodina in 2010, was 5957. Out 
of that, 57.8% belonged to men and male/female ratio was 1.37. Lung, 
colorectal, and prostate were the leading cancer sites in men. Rank of 
mortality sites was  similar to the incidence. Differences were noticed in 
proportions for certain cancers. Therefore, every third case was a lung 
cancer. Breast, lung, and colorectal cancers were the leading sites among 
women.  Lung and colorectal cancers changed the position in regard to 
incident data. Every fifth cancer was a breast cancer. 
Our data are similar to data from the countries in region (1, 2). For com-
parison with other countries, standardization procedure must be used. 
Archive of Oncology is the source of cancer epidemiology data from CRV 
and it will be in the future.
